Campus Development


The State Auditor found that the Joint Center for Higher Education (JCHE) must identify the gross rather than the net amount of revenue from the leased properties and the management fee expenditure to maintain those properties.  Funding is adjusted to reflect gross expenditures. In addition, an increase in expenditures for Riverpoint Campus improvements (street, parking, and utility improvements, environmental studies, etc.) is supported by an increase in revenue from grants and fund reserves. (Dedicated Local Account, Nonappropriated) 


       


Local Fund/Grant Activity Increase


This item provides funding for grants, personal service contracts, and additional FTE staff authority for student interns and temporary staff during the 1997-99 Biennium, the last two years of the federal $15 million grant.  The total FTE staff supported by grant activity will be reviewed in the next biennial budget to ensure continued grant and local fund support for the allotted FTE staff.
